The following 

priority will be used for section allocation and seeding: 

(1) ECF Rapidplay Grade 

(2) April 2018 FIDE Rapidplay Rating (converted using the 

formula: (FIDE – 700) / 7.5) 

(3) ECF Standardplay Grade 

(4) Other Rating Assigned by the Organiser 

 

Ungraded Players 

Ungraded players must give details of estimated playing 

strength. Ungraded players who cannot demonstrate a 

playing strength appropriate for their section must play in 

the Open.
